Marina Furman was born and raised in Kiev, Ukraine in 
the early 1960’s. She became a refusenik at the age of 
18. During the 10 years of her refusal, she went 
through a terrifying ordeal trying to convince the 
Soviet government to give her, and thousands of 
Russian Jews, the permission to immigrate to Israel.

In 1986, Marina married Lev Furman, one of the most 
prominent underground Hebrew teachers in 
Leningrad. In March of 1987, their first child, Aliyah, 
was born in spite of a KGB attempt to murder Marina 
during childbirth. 

In 1988, the Furmans were given permission to make 
aliyah to Israel, where Marina was in charge of 
resettlement for the Mayor of Raanana. 

In the summer of 1998, she was appointed to the 
position of Executive Community schlicha (Israel 
emissary) to the Jewish Community of greater 
Philadelphia, thus becoming the first Russian-born 
Israel representative in the United States.  

Since 2002, Marina has been the Regional Director of 
Eastern Pennsylvania for Jewish National Fund.
